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Minnesota Radio Camp 2008

1. HEALTH:  A completed Radio Camp medical form filled in by your doctor must be returned by August 1, 2008. Exception: if you have no change in your condition, and have camped at a Courage camp during the last year, AND HAD A NEW MEDICAL FORM AT THAT TIME, it may be acceptable for the current camp. 


2. TRAVEL & LODGING: Travel to and from camp is the responsibility of the camper. Please inform headquarters in writing when arrangements are complete.  Fill out the TRANSPORTATION FORM and return it to Handiham HQ by August 1, 2008. We will pick up at the Bemidji, MN Airport (BJI) only if we have your transportation form.


3. PARTICIPATION:

a.) Campers are expected to enter into camp activities unless other arrangements have been made. No operation or possession of transmitting amateur equipment is allowed of unlicensed campers. If you do not have a license, please do not bring transmitting equipment to camp.

b.) Only Handiham members eligible to receive services may attend Radio Workshop - Caregivers are provided; personal caregivers, friends, and spouses are not accepted.

c.) If camp applications exceed available spaces, preference will be given to persons who have not attended a radio workshop within the last year and to persons who, in our opinion, will benefit most by the camp experience.  

4. POLICY:  Radio Workshop is a healthy, pleasant environment, conducive to learning about Amateur Radio and improving skills and knowledge. Campers will be dismissed and made responsible for their own transportation from camp for inappropriate behavior such as, but not limited to, sexual activity, possession or use of drugs or alcohol, and fighting or otherwise disruptive behavior.

5. RADIO WORKSHOP PROVIDES:

FACULTY—Knowledgeable, experienced Amateurs who have prepared themselves to teach the curriculum.

STAFF—Caring individuals and skilled counselors willing to maintain good physical care necessary for your comfort and health.

CLASS—Well thought-out courses of study geared for all levels of learning, as well as special interest seminars on various aspects of Amateur activity. 

RECREATION - Planned daily for those interested in a change of pace.

6. EDUCATIONAL MATERIALS: Students MUST begin studying before camp and bring their own study materials to camp. Call Handihams for study materials.  Bring learning devices with you if you need them. (Tape recorders, MP3 players, Braille paper, notebooks, code oscillators, etc.)  Bring a calculator if you are in a licensing class.  Call early if you need special adaptations.   Note:  We are not responsible for your personal articles.

7. LAPTOP COMPUTER: For your convenience, there is wireless Internet at Courage North. If you bring your laptop computer, you are responsible for its proper use and storage. We also have computers for public use if you do not bring a computer.

8. LICENSE: To take an Upgrade Amateur Radio exam at camp, you must present your original Amateur Radio license or CSCE ... NO EXCEPTIONS!  Locate your original license NOW and bring it with you. If you have passed an element, bring your certificate of completion also.

9. OTHER EXPENSES: Amateur Radio license testing will be available at the end of the week. The V.E. team charges a fee for this service. The fee in 2008 is $14.  We do not pay your testing fees.  Testing is optional, and you are responsible for paying the V.E. Team for this service. We will offer field trips for local shopping - you may wish to bring some extra spending money.
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
