If you do not have a license at this time, or if you wish to upgrade your license, you may sign up for one of the licensing classes.  

Please check one if you need to get your first license or an upgrade:

___ TECHNICIAN: This is the entry-level course of study for beginners learning Amateur Radio.  It covers basic radio theory, rules & regulations, and information required for persons who wish to get their very first license.  This is the first course for those beginning the week with no license. Pass your Technician license at camp and we will give you a new 2-meter radio!

___ GENERAL:  This is the course of study that opens up the world of the short-wave bands!  It covers theory, rules & regulations, and other information leading to the GENERAL class license.  To take this class, you must hold at least a TECHNICIAN license. No need to learn Morse code!

___ OPERATING SKILLS: This is a course for General, Advanced, and Extra Class operators. It emphasizes how to use radio equipment properly, how to perform public service using Amateur Radio, and how to use various modes of operation.  The basics that you need to know about good ham radio practice are covered in this course. Operating Skills includes:

· Hands-on operating of the equipment

· Mini-Field Day setup and operation

· Emergency communications training and exercise on the air

· Discussions about current issues in ham radio

· Opportunity to practice Morse code one on one if you want to

· Hidden transmitter hunt, a fun exercise locating a hidden two-meter transmitter

___ EXTRA:  This is the highest license class.  It requires lots of studying before camp, so you have to be prepared. Be sure you have your study materials early!

___ EXTRA CLASS SEMINAR: This is a small group course for operators with Advanced or Extra Class licenses who wish to learn more about technical topics in amateur radio. You should be comfortable operating on your own and using your own station equipment before considering this course. If you want to spend more time on the air during the week, please sign up for Operating Skills instead. In Extra Class Seminar, we will discuss and experiment with topics like:


· APRS and GPS

· Command & control software and hardware development

· Software-defined radio

· Digital modes

· Audio processing and digital audio

· Echolink setup & configuration – advanced operating on VoIP

· Remote station setup & operation
